	Project Description:
	The Scope of Work for this Contract is for a highly qualified Construction Administrator to act as the Department of Public Works representative for two (2) projects. The two projects are participating in the United States Department of Veterans Affairs State Home Construction Grant Programs that funds 65% of the projects budget. Familiarity of the Federal programs and interaction with the Federal officials will be required. The following projects will be designed and constructed during the same time period at the State Department of Veterans Affairs, Rocky Hill, Connecticut:

1. BI-C-261: New Adult Care Facility

The new state-of-the-art Adult Care Facility will be located in the north-eastern portion of the campus and will become the primary focal point of long term care for the residents. The Adult Care Facility will be physically linked between existing underground tunnel systems. 

The New Adult Care Facility will house 125 residents. The two story structure will contain 90,000 s.f., with a pitched shingle roof and brick exterior siding to match adjacent campus structures. The building is organized around 5 clusters of 25 bed rooms in a mix of single and double rooms, each with its own private bathing facilities.  The residential facility will provide a variety of levels of care including chronic disease and long term care. The project has an estimated construction budget of $23,500,000.00.

2. BI-C-265: General Renovations (New Water Main Distribution System Replacement)

The existing water main distribution system is a single line water main system located in the approximate center of the campus.  The new water main distribution system will be a dual line water main system located in the peripheral area of the complex.

The new water main distribution loop system consists of dual line water mains.  There is a separate water main for the domestic water and a separate water main for the fire protection in the same trench.  The dual line water main system for both the domestic water main and fire protection water main totals approximately 25,200 LF.  The new system includes a complete system consisting of new water main piping, a new water storage tank, generator, hydrants, pumps, and appurtenances.  The work also includes site clearing, pavement replacement, lawn restoration, and erosion control.  The project has a construction budget of approximately $4,000,000.00.  




	Designated Services:
	Construction Phase - During the construction phase the Construction Administrator will act as the Department of Public Works representative to administer the State's construction contract with the General Contractor, to coordinate all other contracts (i.e.: Telecommunications, Art Work, FF&E Vendors, Commissioning Agent, Movers, etc.,) and to comply with the Department of Public Works Construction Administration Procedures. The Construction Administrator responsibilities for this phase include but are not limited to the following: Familiarity of the Federal programs(United States Department of Veterans Affairs State Home Construction Grant Programs ) and interaction with the Federal officials will be required; review, recommend, monitor and approve construction schedules and schedule of values; review and recommend periodic requisitions for partial payments; establish and conduct project meetings; monitor and review construction schedule; provide construction photographs; supervision and inspection of all work including coordination of special inspections; building code and fire & safety inspections, review coordination drawings; provide commissioning services; project documentation records management and associated reporting; review and approval of change orders; monitor and update the construction budget; manage project closeout procedures; provide auditing services; administer the construction contract; and manage all claims and disputes.
