	Project Description:
	This project provides for the comprehensive renovation of Clarence Carroll Hall, a 4-story, 55,317 gross square foot residence hall located in the South Quadrangle area.  Built in 1957, this facility houses 204 students in 98 double occupancy rooms and 5 apartments.  Long-range plans produced by Dober, Lidsky, Craig and Associates, Inc. recommended this building be renovated to meet all life safety and handicapped accessibility code requirements. Work will require masonry repairs and exterior brick sealing, minor roof repairs; replacement of exterior doors, frames, card access locks, and replacement of the windows.  In addition this project will upgrade the buildings signage, electrical, fire protection, mechanical and plumbing systems, and installation of individual air conditioning room units (PTAC’s), and building controls.  

Most importantly, the building's internal heating, cooling and emergency electrical systems will be connected to the main Energy Center. Interior renovations will also include demolition of some interior walls and installation of partitions and finishes as may be required to facilitate building code and mechanical space needs.  The facility will be wired throughout to comply with increased electrical requirements, telecommunications upgrades and new campus security requirements.

This project will comply with BOCA, NFPA and ADA compliance codes.  It will include 1) installation of a fully addressable fire alarm system compatible with campus' centralized system; 2) replacement and enhancement of the exhaust fans, ventilation systems and ductwork to satisfy indoor air quality standards and to facilitate the installation of a new HVAC system and connection to the new Energy Center; 3) upgrade of the electrical distribution system to satisfy current BOCA, NEC and student usage; 4) comprehensive ADA compliance measures including a) construction of a handicapped accessible suite and bathroom per floor; b) areas of refuge in the stairwells; c) addition of audible and visual components to meet new fire alarm system requirements; and d) automatic door system at the main entrance; 5) repairs to exterior surfaces, including removal of deteriorated mortar and patching, restoring existing weep holes and removal/preparation/replacement of existing caulking, application of water repellent where required, and repair/replacement of surface material where required due to deterioration.

In addition, the project will address a number of the building infrastructure deficiencies and general renovation items consistent with current campus standards, residential life strategies and long-range master plan objectives.  These items will include 1) Demolition, removal and legal disposal of specified building components and materials; 2 ) replacement of the existing built-up roofing system with a new hip style copper/built-up roofing system, 3) installation of new insulated windows, doors, frames, hinges and closures; 4) complete interior renovations including but not limited to lobbies, corridors, bedrooms and bathrooms, installation of electrical load centers with new electrical branch wiring, circuitry and receptacles, enhanced phone/data jacks in accordance with current CSU telecommunications wiring standards, switching, communication equipment and cable TV outlets, light fixtures, suspended ceilings, closet systems, flooring and furniture layout; 5) complete bathroom renovation including demolition and removal of existing wall surfaces, fixtures and accessories, installation of water-resistant wallboard, new stainless steel showers, walls and floors, new water lines, drains and plumbing fixtures, electrical wiring, waterproof light fixtures, exhaust ductwork and suspended ceilings; 6) elimination of fin tube radiation in all bedrooms and mechanical room improvements as required and installation of individual, cabinet-type, fan coil units with combined heating and cooling capabilities with individual room controls, 7) installation of combination heating/chilled water loop to connect the new chilled water distribution system and the new Energy Center, upgraded Energy Management System (campus standard compatible);  8) installation of suspended ceilings and lighting fixtures in lobbies and corridors (new vinyl composition tile and carpet); 9) creation of unique meeting/conference and computer rooms through the conversion of existing lounge spaces to meet expanded student need; 10) installation of security system, compatible with campus standards (including card access, CCTV (interior and exterior); 11) installation of vandal resistant wallboard in common areas, 12) Automatic door systems at main entrances and card access at all other doors 13) signage for the interior and exterior (compatible with campus standards) and 14) complete the multitude of deferred maintenance items that have been ignored due to budgetary constraints and its constant usage.

This project will further advance the systematic approach to completing infrastructure improvements and code compliance items simultaneously while the building is vacant.  The building will be emptied of students and staff during construction, which will reduce overall design costs and greatly simplify the construction phase of the project.  
Construction must commence in spring 2007 as soon as students vacate facility at the end of the semester.  It is anticipated that the building will be reoccupied in Fall 2008.
