	The project consists of a Complete renovation of Founders Hall and Annex Building at Naugatuck Valley Community College, Waterbury.  Founders Hall and Annex was a former manufacturing education building (Waterbury State Tech) built in 1962 with 97,000GSF.  The building contains Asbestos Containing Materials and possibly other hazardous materials.

The renovated facility will be home to the College’s Allied Health and Nursing Facilities.  The design shall need to incorporate some of the existing teaching programs currently residing in the building as well as general purpose classrooms featuring technology based teaching systems.
