	The Design-Builder will provide the design and construction services of the Connecticut Army National Guard Ready Building facility.  This new facility shall house all of the program functions of the 14th Civil Support Team and will be located on state-owned property at Camp Hartell, Windsor Locks, Connecticut.  The design of this new facility must be compatible with the design of planned structures at the Camp Hartell installation. The Camp Hartell Training Site contains other occupied buildings serving the mission of the Connecticut Army National Guard (CTARNG).  These other buildings must continue to operate throughout the Ready Building project. This facility is a single phase project.

The facility scope of work is the design and construction of a single story facility used by the Civil Support Team of 22,000 GSF that shall include, but not be limited to the following:

· building/site demolition;
· site improvements, utilities, and landscaping;
· state of the art telecommunications;
· LEED Silver rating from the U.S. Green Building Council (USGBC);
· FF&E design and installation. CTARNG will purchase the FF&E and deliver to the site;
· Anti-Terrorism/Force Protection measures.
This Ready Building will house the following general program functions:

· administration offices;
· educational classrooms;
· vehicle bays for 8 vehicles and 3 trailers;
· medical support/storage;
· decontamination room;
· commercial kitchen and laundry facilities;
· physical fitness facilities;
· locker rooms with showers;
· toilet facilities;
· equipment maintenance area;
· storage (including arms vault);
· communications, security and operations center.
The D-B Total Cost Budget for this Project is $10,300,000.

The state of the art design for this facility shall represent the highest professional standards utilizing sound and durable construction practices and thoroughly satisfy the building program, quality standards and all other project requirements. 

Key personnel on the Design-Build Team will be Connecticut-registered, licensed professionals. It is desirable that some of the key personnel on the team are members of the Design-Build Institute of America (DBIA). 

All prospective D-B Teams shall:

· Have significant current experience and extensive knowledge in the design and construction of new Ready Building facility.
· Be expected to provide complete professional services shall be required but not limited to; all civil, geotechnical, survey, landscape, architectural, structural, mechanical, electrical, construction management, estimating and any other design or specialty disciplines pertinent to the project.  
· The short-listed Design-Build Teams and final selected Design-Build Team shall identify key personnel with building Commissioning (Cx) experience and LEED Accredited Professional(s).
