	The Department of Public Works (DPW) is seeking an Architectural/Engineering (A/E) Consultant team to act as the project's Design-Build Criteria Architect (D-BCA) for the Department of Children and Families (DCF) for a new state-of-the-art secure institutional facility for female juveniles of approximately 36,000 gross square feet. 
This facility shall serve approximately 18 female juvenile offenders (under the ages of 18 years of age) and shall be located on a State of Connecticut owned site.  The Facility shall comply with all pertinent state statutes, building/fire safety codes, and health codes as well as the requirements of the American Correctional Association (ACA) standards.  It shall be designed and constructed to receive a silver rating of Leadership in Energy & Environmental Design (LEED) Green Building Rating System, commissioning, and interior design/Furniture, Fixture and Equipment (FF&E) specification. 
This project shall consist of residential, rehabilitation and support functions including but not limited to the following uses:

Dormitory; Classrooms; Recreational; Dining/Commercial Kitchen; Infirmary, Etc.

· Provide construction observation services at the project site to observe the work in progress,  verify specification compliance and report findings to CTDPW/DCF; review D-B submittals for conformance with the RFP; attend weekly job meetings for the duration of construction and project closeout meetings to review punch list items for completion.
