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State Department Of Public Works Selects

 Proposal For Bristol Armory
          State Department of Public Works (DPW) Commissioner Raeanne V. Curtis announced today that Armory Associates, LLC, owned by Alfred Morrocco and Joel Cohen, has been selected to purchase the former Bristol Armory located at 61 Center Street in Bristol, Connecticut.  The purchase price is $305,000.
          A Request for Proposals (RFP) for the sale of the Bristol Armory was issued in December 2009 with proposals due January 29, 2010.  The Bristol Armory consists of a 33,426 square foot building.  The proponents’ plan for the future use of the facility includes installing an in-line/floor hockey arena and restaurants.

          The selection committee was composed of four representatives from DPW.  The committee evaluated and analyzed each proposal using a set criteria which included such categories as the terms and conditions proposed, contingencies to the closing, closing date, feasibility of the proposal, purchase price and payment terms, whether the proposal sought the imposition of any burdens or requirements upon the State, and ability of proposer to comply with the state contract affidavit requirements.
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          The next step is for DPW and Armory Associates, LLC, to negotiate a purchase and sale agreement which must be approved by the Office of Policy and Management, the State Properties Review Board, the joint standing committees of the General Assembly having cognizance of matters relating to the state revenue and the purchase and sale of state property and facilities and the Office of the Attorney General.

       DPW Commissioner Curtis stated, “The Rell Administration’s sales of state surplus property will help the state to balance the budget and at the same time promote economic development.  The planned sale of the Bristol Armory is consistent with this goal.  It will certainly benefit the state and the city of Bristol.  I look forward to an expeditious closing on the property.”

          DPW Deputy Commissioner Jonathan Holmes said, “This recommendation was based on a thorough review and evaluation of each proposal.  I commend the DPW selection committee for its solid analysis and its commitment to the best interests of the State and the local area.”

          Since no Purchase and Sale Agreement has been executed as yet, additional details of the selected proposal and the process must remain confidential at this time.


The Bristol Armory is among a number of state assets being offered for sale in an effort to meet revenue requirements contained in the 2010-2011 biennial budget to reduce the current budget deficit.  The budget approved by the Legislature in September 2009 calls for raising $15 million from the sale of state assets in the first year of the budget and $45 million in Fiscal 2011.
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
