          The newly completed $3.6 million campus police station is located at 44 Charter Oak Road, off High Street, on the ECSU campus in Willimantic (Please see the attached directions.)

          The speakers at the Open House will include DPW Commissioner Curtis, and ECSU President Nunez, Dr. David G. Carter, Sr., chancellor of the Connecticut State University System (CSU); Richard Balducci, Vice Chairman, CSU Board of Trustees; Jeffrey Garewski, ECSU Chief of Police; and Mita Lad, ECSU Student Government President.
          The new campus Police Station is a three-floor, 8,500 square-foot, red brick building.  The state-of-the-art facility houses administrative offices, a communications center, records area, evidence space, locker rooms, and training and conference rooms.
          The project architect was Jacunski Humes Architects LLC of Berlin, CT; the contractor was Enfield Builders, Inc. of Enfield, CT; and the construction administrator was Mike Donnelly, DCS, LLC, Rocky Hill, CT.
          The state Department of Public Works is responsible for the design and construction of major capital building projects (except highways and bridges) for most state agencies, leasing and acquisitions statewide, and facility management, maintenance and security of state buildings in the greater Hartford area.

From Hartford 
I-84 East. Route 384 east to Route 6. Route 6 east to intersection of Routes 6 and 66. Left on Route 6 to second exit (High Street). Turn right onto High Street to campus entrance, 1/2 mile on right. 

From Springfield, Mass. and Points North 
I-91 south to Route 291 (Exit 35). Route 291 east to Route 384. Route 384 east to Route 6. Route 6 east to intersection of Routes 6 and 66. Left on Route 6 to second exit. Turn right onto High Street to campus entrance, 1/2 mile on right. 

From Boston, New Hampshire and Vermont 
Route 90 west (Mass. Pike) to Route 395 (Exit 10). Route 395 south to Route 6 (Exit 91). Route 6 west to intersection of Routes 6 and 66. Right on Route 6 to first exit. Turn left at next two lights. Campus is 1/2 mile on right. 

From Providence and Points East 
Route 6 west to North Windham. Bear right onto Route 6 highway to first exit. Turn left at next two lights. Campus is 1/2 mile on right. 

From Norwich and New London 
Route 395 north to Route 2 (Exit 81 W). Route 2 west to Route 32 (Exit 25). Route 32 north to Route 66 west. Turn right onto Jackson Street. Turn left onto Valley Street. Turn right onto High Street to campus entrance on left. 

From New York City and Points South 
I-95 north to I-91. I-91 north to I-84 (Exit 29). I-84 east to Route 384 (Exit 59). Route 384 east to Route 6. Route 6 east to intersection of Routes 6 and 66. Left on Route 6 to second exit. Turn right onto High Street to campus entrance, 1/2 mile on right. 

From Central New York State and Points West 
I-84 east to Route 384 (Exit 59). Route 384 east to Route 6. Route 6 east to intersection of Routes 6 and 66. Left on Route 6 to second exit. Turn right onto High Street to campus entrance, 1/2 mile on right.
