 Earn Governor’s Service Awards

          Governor M. Jodi Rell presented the Governor’s Service Award on April 21, 2006 to two state Department of Public Works employees:  Jacquelyn Brown of Portland and Peter Babey of Madison.

          The awards, recognizing those who have demonstrated exceptional employee performance during the year, were presented in ceremonies at the State Capitol.  The two recipients were selected by a committee of fellow employees and those nominations were endorsed by Department of Public Works Commissioner James T. Fleming.

          Jacquelyn Brown is Public Works’ Environmental Protection Program Specialist.  In this position, she leads the department’s efforts to achieve compliance with regulations for both environmental and safety requirements related to DPW facilities.  Ms. Brown’s supervisors describe her as reliable, knowledgeable and a very hard worker who is uncompromising in her zeal to make sure that the rules and regulations are strictly followed.
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          She is particularly effective at indoor air quality complaint resolution, and in coordinating environmental improvements at various facilities.  She also addresses issues related to state-leased locations, and voluntarily assists many other agencies with her environmental expertise.

          Ms. Brown has been with the state for almost eight years.

          Peter Babey is a Supervising Project Manager and Architect in the Department of Public Works.  Mr. Babey is considered by his co-workers as a leader and a diplomat  who has contributed to the development of all those who have worked with him.  He is known for his insight, unique sense of humor, and his willingness to help those who need his input and advice.  Mr. Babey’s skills were especially evident in his work for DPW’s largest client, the Connecticut State University System.
