 To Be Featured in Legislative Office Building Display

          A collection of pictures of major state Department of Public Works (DPW) projects will be on display at the Legislative Office Building, 300 Capitol Avenue, in Hartford, from February 1 through February 15, 2010.

          The large renderings and photographs – which will fill the upper concourse art corridor – depict key DPW projects in design, in construction, or completed in the past three years.

          DPW Commissioner Raeanne V. Curtis said, “With the full support of Governor M. Jodi Rell, and the legislature, we are updating our state’s infrastructure and providing jobs for the design and construction industries.  This collection of pictures on display depicts a major part of Public Works’ mission.           The exhibit consists of more than 30 pictures of buildings representing a broad range of state agencies.
