 Connecticut Community College Plan Groundbreaking

 For Art and Science Center
          The Connecticut Department of Public Works (DPW) and Northwestern Connecticut Community College (NCCC) will host a groundbreaking ceremony celebrating the construction of a new Art and Science Center at the NCCC campus in Winsted on April 17, 2006 (Monday) at 10 a.m.
          The event will take place on the front lawn of NCCC’s Green Woods Hall at the corner of Route 8 North and Wetmore Avenue in Winsted.
          The Art and Science Center is being built at Holabird Avenue on the north end of the campus opposite Green Woods Hall on the east side of the Still River.

          The $9.6 million project consists of a new 32,000 square foot, three-story classroom and laboratory building, a pedestrian bridge over the Still River, new windows in Green Woods Hall, and a new parking lot.
          Completion of the project is scheduled for January 2007.
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          DPW Commissioner James T. Fleming stated, “The Rell administration is committed to upgrading and expanding our community college system in Connecticut.  This terrific project at Northwestern Connecticut Community College will provide much-needed quality space for the college’s art and science programs, and offer greatly enhanced educational opportunities for the residents of Connecticut’s Northwest Corner.”

          Dr. Barbara Douglass, NCCC president, said, “Our new Art and Science Center symbolizes the future of Northwestern Connecticut Community College:  like our new building, our future is open, accessible and full of light and hope to inspire teaching and learning.”
          The contractor for the project is M.A. Angeliades, Inc. of Long Island City, NY.  The architect is Tecton Architects of Hartford.

          The speakers participating in the groundbreaking program will be NCCC President Douglass; Mayor Maryann D. Welcome, the Town of Winchester; DPW Deputy Commissioner David O’Hearn; Louise S. Berry, chair, Board of Trustees of the Community College System; Marc S. Herzog, chancellor, Connecticut Community Colleges; and State Senator Andrew Roraback, Goshen.
          The new Art and Science Center will include Science laboratories, classrooms, a tiered lecture hall, faculty offices, a student lounge, a Fine Arts studio, an open atrium art gallery, and an outside kiln.

          The project also includes a pedestrian bridge over the Still River in the front of the Art and Science Center, new windows on Green Woods Hall, and a new parking lot situated behind it.

          Northwestern Connecticut Community College was founded in 1965.   Its student body consists of approximately 1,500 students.
          The state Department of Public Works is responsible for the design and construction of major capital building projects (except highways and bridges) for most state agencies, leasing and acquisitions statewide, and facility management, maintenance and security of state buildings in the greater Hartford area.
