	Project Description:
	This project is a major reconstruction of “A” building and the athletic fields at Bullard Havens Technical High School, 500 Palisade Avenue, Bridgeport, CT..  The work includes a vehicle storage building and new field house for athletic teams and sports equipment storage.  The project will renovate approximately 70,616 square feet of space and construct approximately 15,000 square feet of new space.  The estimated construction cost of the project is $27 million dollars.

The renovation of “A” building will create needed academic space and includes the following repairs and improvements:

· building envelope (masonry, roofs, sealants) to stop water infiltration;

· interiors including acoustical ceilings, floor finishes, paint, toilet partitions and metal lockers;

-    fire suppression system;

· plumbing systems including fixtures, water piping, trench drains, roof drains, storm and sanitary mains, kitchen grease collection system;

· HVAC systems and new energy management/control system;

· electrical distribution including transformation, switchgear, feeders and distribution panels, electrical devices and wiring;

· standby/emergency power system;

· interior, exterior and emergency lighting;

· fire alarm system;

· public address system;

· security system.

The goal is to incorporate the concepts of “sustainable “ architecture and implement energy conservation measures wherever possible.   

Extensive site improvements to the grounds and athletic fields are planned and include:

· roads, parking lots and curbs;

· sidewalks, steps and ramps;

· accessibility improvements;

· exterior sign system (identification and directional);

· site and retaining walls, guide and guard rails, and bollards;

· chain link fencing;

· landscape plantings and lawns;

· football, soccer, baseball and softball fields with under-drains and irrigation;

· 3 new tennis courts;

· new track surface, long jump and high jump facilities.

The project shall be designed to accommodate school operations without disruption while construction is underway.  A phased construction effort will be required providing swing space for displaced administrative, academic and shop areas.
