This project consists of the renovation of the former Sears building, adjacent structures and the performing arts center in the existing campus building.  The Sears building will house a bookstore, cafeteria, conference rooms and classrooms.  The existing facility will house classrooms, faculty departments and the performing arts center.

DPW REQUESTS FOR QUALIFICATIONS (RFP) FOR ARCHITECTURAL / ENGINEERING AND PROFESSIONAL CONSULTING SERVICES

The state Department of Public Works has been authorized to retain consultants/firms to work on the contracts/projects described below. 
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Qualification submittal deadline:  Sept. 6, 2006.

ARCHITECT AND CONSULTANT DESIGN TEAM:  Contract Number:  BI-2B-241-ARC.  For renovations to 18-20 Trinity Street, a five-story state agency building in Hartford built in 1905.  Involves the complete renovation of the interior space of the third and fourth floors, consisting of 20,000 square feet, to include new electrical, bathroom plumbing systems and architectural finishes.  Work also includes replacement of ten air handling units that serve the entire building, an upgrade of the existing energy management system to include the second third and fourth floors.  The construction budget is estimated at $2,500,000.

ARCHITECT AND CONSULTANT DESIGN TEAM:  Contract Number:  BI-JA-445-ARC.  Renovations to the North Block at the Bridgeport Correctional Center in Bridgeport.  Consists of renovations and code upgrades of a 20,300 square foot, three-story building, to include replacement of the roof, windows, doors, mechanical, electrical, plumbing and security systems.  Also, upgrades in support areas such as the visiting area, day rooms, laundry areas, and control center.  This is a 168-bed facility built in 1956.  The estimated construction budget is $3,045,000.

ARCHITECT AND CONSULTANT DESIGN TEAM with extended Construction Administration Services (CA):  Contract Number:  BI-YS-161-ARC.  For the Department of Children and Families’ Connecticut Children’s Place, dining/kitchen expansion and renovations to the Administration Building in East Windsor.  Includes renovations and reconfiguring the 4,700 square foot kitchen/dining area at ground level, relocating to the first floor the walk-in freezer and dry storage area in 2,200 square feet of basement, adding a 2,300 square foot single-story addition to the existing kitchen with a 1,200 square foot open patio.  Also includes re-pointing masonry, new doors and windows, a sprinkler system, new HVAC, electrical, and plumbing.  The estimated construction cost is $600,000.

ARCHITECT AND CONSULTANT DESIGN TEAM:  Contract Number:  BI-YS-162-ARC.  For the Department of Children and Families’ Riverview Hospital in Middletown, roof replacements for Buildings 6 and 7.  Total approximately 80,000 square feet of roof area.  The estimated construction cost is $1,900,000.
