Overview
The State-Administered General Assistance Program (SAGA) provides cash assistance (SCA) to needy individuals who cannot work because of short-term or
long-term impairments and certain other non-medical reasons, and to needy families who do not meet certain categorical requirements for other Department programs.  Individuals and families can also receive SAGA medical assistance (SMA) if they have insufficient income and assets to meet their basic essential needs and do not meet categorical requirements for the Medicaid program.

General Principles



This chapter describes the Department's policy and procedures for the 
implementation of the SAGA Program.  Except for the provisions in this chapter, the eligibility requirements of SCA and SMA are identical to the AFDC Program.
