Announcement of 2008 Small Cities Competitive Funding Round
Purpose of this Memo:  The purpose of this Bulletin is to announce the funding availability of Small Cities 2008 Program Year funds.  Approximately $13,000,000 in funding is expected from HUD to the State of Connecticut July 1, 2008.  

The Competitive funding round for the 2008 allocation year will be explained in an Application Workshop to be held at Rensselaer Hartford on February 27, 2008 from 8:30-3:30.  Applications will be accepted in two rounds.  Round 1, applications will be due May 30, 2008 and Round 2, if all funds have not been awarded, will be due October 15, 2008.  This will be the only workshop for the 2008 Program Year.

Who Should Attend:  All eligible communities interested in applying for 2008 Small Cities funds should attend. The morning session will review the CDBG application; the afternoon will be a general training of the Fair Housing/Civil Rights program requirements.  The Fair Housing portion of the training will be conducted by Erin Kemple, Executive Director of the CT Fair Housing Center.  Erin will review application requirements as well as a general training on Affirmatively Furthering Fair Housing, Fair Housing Action Plan including Analysis of Impediments, Section 3 Requirements and the Affirmative Action Policy Statements.  25 Points will be added to the rating and ranking of applications from communities who have local officials or staff attend this workshop.
