We recommend that you begin your tour at the side entrance, closest to the New Hampshire Building.

Most of our visitors enter this way, and going with the ordinary traffic flow will make your visit easier.

Also, please keep in mind that the exhibits included in this audio tour will include some highlights, but certainly not all the exhibitors in our building.
Upon entering the building from the New Hampshire side, you will first see Kathy’s Superseedz. Kathy Rosenchein from Newtown is a Connecticut QVC favorite. Customers who try them become hooked after their first purchases. 

Up ahead you will find Omar Coffee, premium coffee roasters since 1937. Omar features the popular Husky Blend coffees.
In the far corner is the booth run by the Connecticut Wine Council offering daily wine tastings from award winning Connecticut wineries.
Now might be a good moment to visit the Connecticut Tourism booth, which is located in the front of the center section of the building. The helpful staff can give you a variety of maps, guide books and brochures, and they will make sure your next trip to Connecticut is well-planned and packed with great things to see and do.
Just across the isle is the Connecticut Authors and Publishers Association showcasing books written by Connecticut authors. Don’t forget to check the signings schedule. Many Connecticut authors are scheduled to appear for book signings during the Big E.
Moving back down the aisle, you will come to the exhibit of the Connecticut Department of Agriculture and the Connecticut Agri-Cluster .  These booths are different every day, highlighting various aspects of our state's vibrant and diverse agricultural products.
Just beyond the Agri-Cluster booth is the Connecticut Guild offering some favorite Connecticut made products. You will also see the Connecticut Craftsmen hard at work demonstrating their crafts for all to enjoy.  Don’t forget about the Global Gecko, a perennial favorite of the Connecticut Building.  Devoted fans of The Global Gecko's wood carvings return every year to make new selections.
Across the aisle you will see Connecticut’s popular Italian ices served up by the lively crew of Emilee's Italian Ice, headquartered in the town of Farmington.
You won't be able to miss our fun packed colorful center court displays of the Natures Art and Dinosaur Crossing. Be sure to stop and say hello to the friendly Roger and Linda Peters from Montville, CT.
The Connecticut building is once again proud to showcase the bright and colorful hands-on-fun of LEGO. LEGO’s American operations is headquartered in the town of Enfield. 

Crossing the aisle to the other side of the building will allow you to visit a booth celebrating Connecticut's museums, art galleries and cultural institutions.  Did you know that Connecticut is a home to a museum dedicated to horror movies and trucking?  These are among the many features of this exhibit which changes on a daily basis.
Next, the  Connecticut Building features Lil Acres Farm Market. Where you will find their popular nutritious specialty salads of fresh home grown tomatoes and mozzarella. 
Moving up the aisle, don't hesitate to stop by and see the amazing Florian cutting tools demonstrations by the Florian Ratchet-Cut Company, located in the town of Southington.
