May 29, 2008
A Subcommittee of the Citizen’s Ethics Advisory Board (“Board”) of the Office of State Ethics (“OSE”) held a meeting on Thursday, May 29, 2008 at 11:00 a.m., in Conference Room 2-A, 2nd floor, 18-20 Trinity Street, Hartford, CT 06106.

The following topic was addressed during the meeting:

Draft Advisory Opinion “Caucus Attorneys’ Representation of Legislators in Ethics Enforcement Actions”.
The purpose of the subcommittee meeting was to review the Draft Advisory Opinion which was presented at the March 27, 2008 Board meeting and which the Board declined to adopt in a 4-5 vote.  Mr. Worgaftik, Chairman, recommended the formation of the Subcommittee to further consider the opinion.
After lengthy discussion among all parties present, the 4 members of the Subcommittee did not reach a resolution or mutually acceptable language regarding a potential revision of the opinion.  They decided to report the failure to reach consensus to the full Board at the next Board meeting being held today at 1:00 p.m.
The subcommittee decided to recommend that the Board table the matter until the June Board meeting and to ask the Board to reconsider the opinion at that time if there was no legislative action on the issue in the interim.
The Subcommittee adjourned the meeting at 12:05 p.m.
