On January 12, 2010, the Citizen’s Ethics Advisory Board met in the Office of State Ethics Conference Room, 18-20 Trinity Street, Hartford, Connecticut, to deliberate in the Matter of a Complaint Against Priscilla Dickman, Docket # 2007-24.  The deliberations started at approximately 12:00 p.m. with the following board members present:

Also present was staff member General Counsel, Barbara Housen.

Following the deliberations the board unanimously voted to find:

1. Respondent Priscilla Dickman violated Connecticut General Statutes § 1-84 (c) as alleged in Counts One and Three of the complaint;

2. Respondent Priscilla Dickman knowingly acted in her financial interest and knowingly received a financial advantage, within the meaning of Connecticut General Statutes § 1-88 (d) and as alleged in Counts Two and Four of the complaint;

3. No violation with respect to Counts Five and Seven of the complaint, and consequently with respect to the relief requested relative to Counts Six and Eight of the complaint voted not to refer to the Attorney General.

The board further unanimously voted to order: 

1. The respondent Priscilla Dickman to pay a civil penalty of $10,000.00 with respect to the violation found in connection with Count One of the complaint;

2. The respondent Priscilla Dickman to pay a civil penalty of $5,000.00 with respect to the violation found in connection with Count Three of the complaint;

3. The Office of State Ethics to inform the Attorney General that respondent Priscilla Dickman may be liable for damages in accordance with § 1-88 (d).
