MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF OCTOBER 20, 2011
The Citizen’s Ethics Advisory Board (“Board”) of the Office of State Ethics (“OSE”) held a Regular Meeting on Thursday, October 20, 2011, on the 5th Floor, in the State Elections Enforcement Commission Conference Room, 18-20 Trinity Street, Hartford, CT 06106.
Chairman David Gay called the meeting to order at 1:00 p.m.

The following topics were addressed during the meeting:

1. Board member Chuisano thanked Executive Director Carson and the OSE Staff for their service, and the members of the Board for selecting him as the Vice-Chairman of the Board.

2. The minutes of the September 22, 2011 Regular Meeting were presented to the Board for approval.


On the motion of Mr. Kemp, seconded by Mr. Grant, the Board voted five (5) to one (1) to accept and approve the minutes.  Board member Dooley abstained.

Chairman Gay presented the Chairman’s Report.  He thanked Board member Dooley for his great service as chairman of the Board.  He also expressed his expectations that the Office of Governmental Accountability (“OGA”) will comply with the state statutes to ensure that no degradation of the agencies’ authorities or effectiveness occurs.

Chairman Gay introduced the Executive Administrator of the OGA, Mr. David Guay.  Mr. Guay addressed the Board and expressed his appreciation for the invitation to the meeting.  He also thanked Executive Director Carson and the staff for a warm welcome to the office.    Mr. Guay reported on the progress of the office of the Executive Administrator over the last 4 weeks and what it is expected to accomplish as required by statute.

Assistant General Counsel Lewandowski addressed Hearing Officer Chiusano’s Report in the Matter of David J. Brown, Docket No. 2011-08UP.  Neither Mr. Brown nor a representative appeared.  The Board discussed the report.

On the motion of Chairman Gay, seconded by Mr. Kemp, the Board voted six (6) to zero (0) to approve the Hearing Officer’s Report in the Matter of David J. Brown, Docket No. 2011-08UP.

Assistant General Counsel Lewandowski addressed Hearing Officer Chiusano’s Report in the Matter of Robert Congdon, Docket No. 2011-06UP.  Neither Mr. Congdon nor a representative appeared.  The Board discussed the report.

On the motion of Mr. Kemp, seconded by Mr. Riley, the Board voted six (6) to zero (0) to approve the Hearing Officer’s Report in the Matter of Robert Congdon, Docket No. 2011-06UP.

Assistant General Counsel Lewandowski addressed Hearing Officer Chiusano’s Report in the Matter of Ann A. Kiessling, Docket No. 2011-05UP.  Neither Ms. Kiessling nor a representative appeared.  The Board discussed the report.
On the motion of Mr. Grant, seconded by Mr. Gay, the Board voted six (6) to zero (0) to approve the Hearing Officer’s Report in the Matter of Ann A. Kiessling, Docket No. 2011-05UP.

General Counsel Housen presented the Petition for Advisory Opinion from Commissioner Daniel C. Esty of the Department of Energy and Environmental Protection for the Board’s consideration.
On the motion of Chairman Gay, seconded by Mr. Riley, the Board voted six (6) to zero (0) to grant the Petition for Advisory Opinion from Commissioner Daniel C. Esty of the Department of Energy and Environmental Protection.
9.
Assistant General Counsel Lewandowski presented and summarized the 2012 recommended Legislative Session Proposals divided in four groupings:  governance proposals, jurisdictional proposals, statutory proposals and technical proposals.
On the motion of Mr. Grant, seconded by Mr. Kemp, the Board voted six (6) to zero (0) to approve the 2012 Legislative Session Proposals as presented.

Executive Director Carson reported on the appointment of a Board member to the University of Connecticut’s Consulting Oversight Committee, pursuant to CGS 1-84 (r).  Executive Director Carson recommended that Board member Riley, who served for the past two years, be reappointed for an additional 2-year appointment, starting October 20, 2011.  She added that Chairman Gay is the representative to the Community Colleges until May 2012, when his 2-year term expires, and that the State Colleges appointment is currently vacant since Kenneth Bernhard’s resignation (he had been serving in lieu of Rebecca Doty).


On the motion of Mr. Kemp, seconded by Chairman Gay, the Board voted five (5) to one (1) to reappoint Board member Riley as the Board representative to the University of Connecticut’s Consulting Oversight Committee, effective October 20, 2011, for a 2-year term.  Mr. Riley abstained.
11.
Chairman Gay provided an opportunity for discussion of any new business.  There was no new business.

12.
Assistant General Counsel Isales presented the Board with the Regulations update.  She reported that on September 27, 2011, the Legislative Regulation Review Committee approved two changes to the OSE’s regulations.  The new changes relate to the lobbyist badge color and to the disclosure of contributors in client lobbyist registrations.

General Counsel Housen presented the Legal Division Report.  Ms. Housen added to the report that the Legal Division scheduled two additional speaking engagements for the Department of Administrative Services and the newly created Department of Construction Services.  Discussion ensued regarding the Legal Division Report.

Executive Director Carson presented the Board with her Executive Director’s Report.  She reported that Mr. Guay began work as the Executive Administrator of the OGA.  She also reported on the changes and challenges OSE is facing due to its consolidation into the new agency, especially at the budgetary and staffing levels.  Discussion ensued regarding Executive Director Carson’s report.  Finally, she updated the Board with regard to the continued Board vacancies and indicated that she will be asking the Board to take action at the November meeting regarding the need for new appointments.

Executive Director Carson presented the Board with the Proposed 2012 CEAB Regular Meeting Schedule.


On the motion of Mr. Dooley, seconded by Mr. Gay, the Board voted five (6) to zero (0) to approve the 2012 CEAB Regular Meeting Schedule,

Chairman Gay provided an opportunity for public comments.  There were no public comments.
17.
Ethics Enforcement Officer Jones presented the Enforcement Division Report.  He stated, in response to Board member Riley’s request, that the Dickman matter was referred to the Attorney General’s Office relative to CGS 1-88 (d).  To conclude, Ethics Enforcement Officer Jones informed the Board that the Division received final payment in the matter of Michael Sanders, Docket No. 2010-01UP.

On the motion by Mr. Kemp , seconded by Mr. Dooley, the Board voted unanimously to move into Closed Session to discuss matters that are confidential pursuant to General Statutes §§ 1-82a and 1-93a
