MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF SEPTEMBER 22, 2011
The Citizen’s Ethics Advisory Board (“Board”) of the Office of State Ethics (“OSE”) held a Regular Meeting on Thursday, September 22, 2011, on the 5th Floor, in the State Elections Enforcement Commission Conference Room, 18-20 Trinity Street, Hartford, CT 06106.

Acting Chairman David Gay called the meeting to order at 1:00 p.m.

The following topics were addressed during the meeting:

1. The minutes of the August 18, 2011 Regular Meeting were presented to the Board for approval.

	On the motion of Mr. Grant, seconded by Ms. Bigelow, the Board voted six (6) to zero (0) to accept and approve the minutes.  Board member Margulies abstained.

2.	Acting Chairman Gay presented the Chairman’s Report.  He thanked Board member Riley for his service, guidance and contributions to the Board.  He also thanked the OSE staff for its professionalism and expertise when assisting the Board, specifically Ms. Carson for her leadership in guiding the agency in these dire times in state service.   

3.	Board member Kemp volunteered to preside over the UAPA hearings scheduled for November 15, 2011.  Acting Chairman Gay had previously volunteered to preside over the October 13, 2011 UAPA hearings.

4.	Assistant General Counsel O’Dowd presented the Petition for Advisory Opinion No. 2011-4 from Rachel Rubin of the University of Connecticut.   The Board discussed the petition.

On the motion of Mr. Kemp, seconded by Mr. Margulies, the Board voted six (6) to one (1) to grant the Petition for Advisory Opinion No. 2011-4 (Petition from Rachel Rubin of the University of Connecticut).  Mr. Riley voted against granting the Petition.

5.	Acting Chairman Gay provided an opportunity for discussion of any new business.  There was no new business.

6.	General Counsel Housen presented the Legal Division Report.  Discussion ensued regarding the Legal Division Report.

7.	Executive Director Carson presented the Board with her Executive Director’s Report.  She reported that Mr. David Guay, who was appointed by the Governor as the new Executive Administrator of the Office of Governmental Accountability (“OGA”), will assume his position starting September 23, 2011.

	With regard to the budget, Ms. Carson reported that she does not anticipate any further budgetary or staffing changes for the time being, although the OSE is addressing a staffing issue of having in its budget one more employee than the 13 positions authorized by the Office and Policy and Management.  She updated the Board with regard to the challenges the OSE is facing due to reduction in personnel, and how the OSE is making adjustments and reorganizing its operations relative to the limited resources.  She also updated the Board with regard to the Board vacancies and reappointments.

	Finally, Ms. Carson reported on her attendance to the Henry Toll Fellows Program early this month, and on her presidency for the 2010 Eastern Leadership Academy class, which ended this month. 

8.	Acting Chairman Gay provided an opportunity for public comments.  A member of the public made a Freedom of Information Request to the Board.

9.	Assistant Enforcement Officer Wasielewski presented and summarized the Enforcement Division Report.  In addition, Mr. Wasielewski reported on a) two Michael Sanders’ matters.  Ms. Carson indicated that she had conversations with the Commissioner of Department of Administrative Services regarding Mr. Sanders’ late filings of SFIs; and b) on the matter of Jill D’Antona, Docket No. 2007-60. 
Mr. Wasielewski presented the Audit report for Connecticut Conference of Independent Colleges for Board approval.
On the motion of Mr. Margulies, seconded by Mr. Riley, the Board voted seven (7) to zero (0) to approve the above-listed audit report. 

10.	On the motion of Mr. Margulies, seconded by Mr. Kemp, the Board voted unanimously to adjourn the meeting at 1:52 p.m.
