MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF DECEMBER 20, 2012
The Citizen’s Ethics Advisory Board (“Board”) of the Office of State Ethics (“OSE”) held a Regular Meeting on Thursday, December 20, 2012, in the 5th Floor Conference Room, 18-20 Trinity Street, Hartford, CT 06106.
Chairman Charles Chiusano called the meeting to order at 1:00 p.m.

The following topics were addressed during the meeting:
1.
The minutes of the November 15, 2012 Regular Meeting were presented to the Board for 
approval.

On the motion of Ms. Bigelow, seconded by Mr. Young, the Board voted six (6) to zero (0) to approve the minutes of the November 15, 2012 regular meeting.   Mr. Gay abstained.

Board member Roger Kemp joined the meeting.

3.
Ms. Carson reported on the University of Connecticut Faculty Consulting Report for FY 2011.  The Board discussed the report.
4.
Chairman Chiusano provided an opportunity for discussion of new Business.  There was no new business.
5.
General Counsel Housen presented the Legal Division Report. Ms. Housen reported on a December 14, 2012 Fact Finding Conference in the CHRO complaint of Anthony Lewis v. OSE.

Board member Riley commended the staff on filing a property lien in the matter of OSE v. Priscilla Dickman, Docket No. 2007-24.  Ethics Enforcement Officer Jones also noted that credit should be given to Board member Young. 
7.
Ethics Enforcement Officer Jones presented the Enforcement Division Report.  He also reported on a) the resolution of the Matter of OSE v. Kermit Thompson; b) a memorandum on Pension Revocation Actions; and c) the need for a Hearing Officer for the February 14, 2013 UAPA hearing.  Board member Kemp indicated his willingness to serve.  He promised to follow up with the office to confirm.

Ethics Enforcement Officer Jones presented the audit report for The Connecticut Blueprint Coalition. 

On the motion of Mr. Kemp, seconded by Mr. Gay, the Board voted eight (8) to zero (0) to approve the audit report for The Connecticut Blueprint Coalition.

At the suggestion of Board member Young, the Board asked the legal division to draft language to define the word “represent” relative to section 1-84b (b) of the Code of Ethics.  General Counsel Housen will work on this with Board members Young and Gruen.  The Board will then consider including any proposed language to be included in the legislative proposals package for the 2013 Legislative Session.

Ethics Enforcement Officer Jones informed the Board that a Federal lawsuit was filed against him, in his capacity as OSE’s Enforcement Officer, by Harold C. Turner.  Mr. Jones also informed the Board that the Attorney General’s Office (A/G) will be representing him and the other defendants in this matter.  Ms. Carson noted that the AG’s office has requested that the OSE contribute to the legal expenses in this matter.  She noted the potential financial impact this may cause to the OSE’s budget.

Ms. Carson presented the Executive Director’s Report.  She reported on a) the OSE’s budget; b) the Strategic Plan; c) the Board vacancy; d)  the legislative proposals for the upcoming legislative session; and e) the November 19, 2012 Governmental Accountability Commission meeting.

Ms. Carson also reported on the December 11, 2012 Ethics Conference  and on the December 18, 2012 Lobbyist Training held at the Legislative Office Building.

Chairman Chiusano and Ms. Carson reported on the 2012 Council on Governmental Ethics Laws (COGEL) Conference.  Mr. Chiusano highlighted how highly regarded the State of Connecticut and the Office of State Ethics are among the COGEL international community.

Chairman Chiusano provided an opportunity for public comments.  There were no public comments.

The Board discussed the Annual Review of the Executive Director.
