MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF MAY 23, 2013

The Citizen’s Ethics Advisory Board (“Board”) of the Office of State Ethics (“OSE”) held a Regular Meeting on Thursday, May 23, 2013, in the 5th Floor Conference Room, 18-20 Trinity Street, Hartford, CT 06106.

Chairman Charles Chiusano called the meeting to order at 1:00 p.m.

The following topics were addressed during the meeting:

1. The minutes of the April 18, 2013 Regular Meeting were presented to the Board for approval.

2. On the motion of Mr. Grant, seconded by Ms. Bigelow, the Board voted eight (8) to zero (0) to approve the minutes of the April 18, 2013 Regular Meeting.  

3. Chairman Chiusano presented the Chairman’s Report.  He reported on the need for a Hearing Officer for the June 27, 2013 UAPA hearing.  Board member Riley volunteered to preside over the June 27 hearing, and Board member Kemp volunteered as a backup. 

4. Chairman Chiusano provided an opportunity for discussion of new business.  There was no new business.
5. Deputy General Counsel O’Dowd presented the Legal Division report.   The Board discussed portions of the report.

6. Deputy Ethics Enforcement Officer Wasielewski presented the Enforcement Division Report.  He updated the Board on the May 30 and June 27, 2013 UAPA hearings at which Board member Kemp and Board member Riley have volunteered to preside, respectively. 

7. Assistant Enforcement Officer Crayton updated the Board on the 2013 Second Quarter Report for Lobbyists initiative, and on the 2012 Statement of Financial Interests initiative, both of which are currently ongoing.
 
8. Executive Director Carson presented the Executive Director’s Report.  She reported on the OSE’s 2013 legislative proposals; the 2013-2014 budget proposal; the 2012 Statement of Financial Interests filings which, were due by May 1, 2013; and the Strategic Planning initiative.
 
9. Ms. Carson presented the OSE Media Summary. 

10. The Board agreed to write a congratulatory letter to paralegal Diane Buxo for her accomplishment on receiving a law degree at the University of Connecticut School of Law.

11. Chairman Chiusano provided an opportunity for public comments.  There were no public comments.

12. On the motion of Mr. Kemp, seconded by Mr. Gay, the Board voted eight (8) to zero (0) to move into Executive Session to discuss strategy and negotiations with respect to pending litigation.

14.	On the motion of Mr. Young, seconded by Mr. Kemp, the Board voted six (6) to zero (0) to reject the petitions submitted by Marshal Gerald Cappiello and Marshal Benjamin J. Mazzucco to waive their 2012 requirement of filing a Statement of Income.  Mr. Riley and Mr. Kemp abstained.

On the motion of Mr. Young, seconded by Ms. Gruen, the Board voted eight (8) to zero (0) to authorize the Attorney General’s Office to seek the collection of the $10,000 penalty imposed by the Board on September 28, 2012, in the Matter of Office of State Ethics v. John Tricarico, Docket No. 2011-69.	

16.	On a motion of Mr. Riley, seconded by Mr. Kemp, the Board voted eight (8) to zero (0) to adjourn the meeting at 2:09 p.m.
