Chairperson Patricia Hendel appointed board members to be on a subcommittee to discuss the request for advisory Opinion on the following two issues, (1) whether the University of Connecticut (UConn) would constitute a “former agency” of any Governor of the state of Connecticut for the purposes of General Statutes § 1-84b(b), a revolving door provision in the Code of Ethics for Public Officials and (2) to discuss the request for advisory opinion on whether a state agency may accept certain “gifts to the state” in light of a new statutory provision, General Statutes § 1-84 (q), which provides as follows: “No 
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public official or state employee shall knowingly accept, directly or indirectly, any goods or services provided to the state under subdivision (5) of subsection (e) of section 1-79 [gift-to-the-state provision] by a person prohibited from making gifts to public officials and state employees under this section of section 1-97.”
