· Benjamin Bycel, Executive Director, reviewed his report for the Board.

· Patrick Lamb, Assistant Ethics Enforcement Officer, updated the Board reporting that an Ethics Enforcement Officer will reportedly be in position within the next month barring complications.  The backlog from the State Ethics Commission is being worked through as our latest additions to the Enforcement Division acclimate themselves with the outstanding issues.
· David Noell discussed the updates and revisions to the Lobbyist Filing System and has acknowledged that the “housing” of the server will remain as is with Hallmark possessing the rights to make changes and continue development in the testing environment in accordance with our Microsoft licensing.

· Meredith Trimble, Director of Education, presented new educational materials to the Board Members.  She discussed new enhancements and progress of the Office of State Ethics website.
