Information Technology Intern/Extern

The Office of State Ethics (OSE) is one of the principal agencies established to build and maintain the confidence of Connecticut citizens in the integrity of their state government.  It administers and enforces a Code of Ethics for Public Officials and State Employees.  It also administers and enforces a Code of Ethics for Lobbyists.  The OSE has responsibility for receiving statements of financial interests from public officials and certain state employees, registering lobbyists, and for receiving financial reports from lobbyists.  The bulk of these filings and reports are done electronically. 
Information technology interns will be assigned to work under the direction of OSE’s Information Technology director.  Assignments may range from computer maintenance to web design.  Interns will also work closely with lawyers and other staff as assigned to address computer needs.  
At this time OSE internships are unpaid.  However, we will work with the intern and the school to ensure that the student obtains scholastic credit if he or she so wishes.  We will also be flexible to the scheduling needs of interns and require only a minimum of 2-3 days per week.
