News from the Citizen’s Ethics Advisory Board
Major General David W. Gay (Ret.), a Windsor resident, was selected by the nine-member Citizen’s Ethics Advisory Board to serve as chairman.  The Board also selected Fairfield businessman Charles F. Chiusano to serve as vice-chairman.  Their one-year terms began on October 1, 2011.  
 

Chairman Gay served as the Adjutant General of the Connecticut National Guard from 1992 to 1999, when he retired after forty-three years of distinguished military service.  His military career began in 1953 where he served in the U.S. Marine Corps.  He enlisted in the Guard in 1960 as a PFC and served in several different positions and disciplines at all levels.
