1. Chairman’s Report

· Interstate Data Sharing Agreements
Mr. Spencer noted that both the Legal and Data Working Groups have been busy with other initiatives as of recent but have agreed to refocus on this concern over the upcoming months.

· Recent Proposal for a Multi-State GIS Investment Justification
  Mr. Spencer detailed a recent proposal from New York State Office of Cyber Security which would have coordinated the inventory, collection and standardization of 3d and elevation data between the NY, NJ and CT Tri-State region.  Ultimately Connecticut chose to turn down the opportunity with NY in favor of looking to rather focus on Connecticut internal issues of data collection and dissemination first.

· Addressing – (Dan Czaja) 
Mr. Czaja reported that the Addressing Subcommittee had been busy working to develop a survey of addressing information to be sent out to the municipal government agencies.
· Administrative & Political Boundaries – (Tyler Kleykamp)
The Administrative & Political Boundaries subcommittee has not met recently and no report was provided.
· Base Map Imagery – (Rich Gallacher & Scott Roberts)
A detailed status of the CRCOG initiative was provided.
· Cadastral Information – (Mark Goetz)
The Cadastral Subcommittee is meeting next week, in the Town of Avon at 10 AM.  The Committee has been receiving completed questionnaires, though they haven’t started compiling them.  At their last meeting, there was a discussion of the ruling against the CAD digital submission requirements for subdivisions plans by the Board of Examiners for Engineers and Surveyors as well as the determination of the difference between doing GIS and Surveying (Non-Authoritative vs. Authoritative).   The digital submission policy is a topic that will require more discussion. 

· Census and Demographics – (Donna Weaver)
The Census and Demographics Subcommittee has not met recently and no report was provided.

The Critical Infrastructure Subcommittee has not met recently and no report was provided.
