Kevin O’Brien provided a brief overview of the GIS Council, Data Inventory & Assessment Working Group, and Elevation & Bathymetry Data subcommittee 
Group discussion on the needs/direction of the Elevation & Bathymetry Data subcommittee, namely providing a resource to inform the public on the existence of elevation and bathymetric data – what it is, where to get it, who to talk to, etc. 
Tom Trombley noted that a recent NRCS LiDAR flight listed as in progress on the subcommittee webpage is now complete; Howie Sternberg noted that there is NGA elevation data is available for two CT Urban areas; Kevin O’Brien provided an update on an ongoing project to collect benthic mapping data in Long Island Sound. 
Group discussion on several easy-to-complete tasks that can result in updates to the working group webpage by mid-year (USGS to see if any other notable pieces of elevation data or sources of information are available that can be included; CTDEP to develop a better way to communicate what elevation products exist for what areas of Connecticut – e.g., by a graphic, table, or both.)
