c. Board of Examiners/CALS – Elimination of Digital Submission Requirements and FOIA – Update
Several municipal GIS representatives met with the Board of Examiners for Surveyors on November 30, 2010.  Bottom line is the Declaratory Rulings are considered final and beyond the time period for appeal.  Even though this is a blow to municipalities requiring Digital Submissions, the Board of Examiners and CALS are trying to get legislation passed that would allow for Digital Signature technology to secure digital plans just like the raised seal and signature that protects their interests.  Once a file is altered the Digital Signature becomes invalid thus proving the file was altered without approval from the surveyor.  Once digital signature technology becomes an acceptable means of transferring and submitting plans, the Board would reconsider the Digital Submission declaratory ruling.   Mark will contact CALS to see what assistance can be made to get Digital Signature technology an approved secure method of submitting plans.
