Open Issues

Town Surveys of GIS Activities – Progress continues on compiling the community surveys for GIS activities. It was reminded that a priority of the survey is to maintain a current contact for GIS functions for each town.

GIS Day at Central Connecticut State University – Discussion of the field trip to view the Central Connecticut location ensued. All visitors to Central were impressed by the Central facilities and agreed that it will be an excellent location for GIS Day. Some of the issues still outstanding for GIS Day as they relate to Central were brought forth. They were:

· Need for a map for parking facilities at Central;

· The Auditorium will be used for the keynote and presentations;

· Founders Hall will be used for the regularly scheduled monthly GIS Council meeting;

· The hallway next to the auditorium will be used for map displays and table presentations.

Some ideas for GIS day were shared among the group. These included:

· Maps as art –maps without legends or other cartographic features that perhaps has an interesting visual pattern;

· A GIS map submission from every town in CT;

· “Lightning Talks” or more “how to” sessions;

· More web related sessions;

· An ARCGIS 10 overview by ESRI.

· A presentation about GIS related freeware;

· Geocoding attendance of participants;

· Certificate of participation at GIS Day.

Thad informed the group that he has received a presentation request from Mike Howser from UConn. He is working with Jack Dougherty on a project called “On the Line” which includes historical maps, data and interactive maps for use in the classroom and by researches focused on the Hartford area.

It was agreed by the group that a “save the date/location” reminder should be sent to potential GIS participants in mid-August. An agenda and flyer should be sent by October 1. Also formal requests for maps and presentations should go out in mid-August. An effort should be made to members of the GIS Council for submissions of some sort, either in the form of presentations and/or maps.
