· The meeting started at 13:30

· Discussion regarding improvements to the webpages.  Thad reported he had browsed the webpage for necessary updates.
· Suggestion that we invite Bill DeGrazia of CT Geographic Alliance to future Working Group minutes.  (Thad will contact him)
· Winter edition of GeoFocus newsletter – published and on the council webpage but not yet sent to the listserves.  (Beth will send the link to the listserves, with a note of explanation) 
· Discussion on improving the GeoFocus link(s) on the website.  Peter suggested an index of articles for each edition.  Arroll suggested a searchable index.  For now we will start with a simple list of articles.  (Peter will do current edition of newsletter)
· Cary suggested she could put GeoFocus on a CT GIS User to User Network webpage, and she and Emily could edit the html (this was tabled as a possibility for the future)

· Corrections and edits – it was agreed that for future editions substantive edits would be offered by notepad bubbles on the pdf sent by Beth.  Peter will take care of small typos, i.e. punctuation, spacing, using Adobe Acrobat Pro.
· Another addition needed to the website is the “what is GIS” powerpoint.  Suggestion that we put it up as both powerpoint and pdf.

· Cary suggested a list of webpage updates for Bernard, since he is our only webmaster and has many other duties

· Municipal GIS Survey – this needs to be updated.  Suggestion that we send an email to the listserve requesting updates.  Suggestion that we target only the towns that are not dark green, that is, towns with no GIS or only GIS via a contractor.  

· We want to put the static jpeg on the website as soon as possible.  Suggestion that we make the image a hot link to the interactive map, but that we scrub the data so that contact person info is not visible to the general public.  Cary will look at Sandy Prisloe’s work on this database, and when she can, extract contact info for “orange” towns so that they can be sent a group email.  Peter to send that email.

· Peter reported that Mary Huda of the CAAO (CT Assoc. of Assessing Officers) has committed to attending the February council meeting.  She will be our invited speaker/presenter.

· Discussion of CT U2U venues.  U2U meeting is on Friday at the MDC Training Center.  Other locations would be good, but parking and transportation can be an issue.
