1. 2010 Meeting Schedule
The location of the next meeting was discussed.  The next Cadastral Subcommittee meeting will not be held at the NECCOG offices.
2. Subcommittee membership
The existing list of subcommittee membership was discussed.  Currently, there are two consultants on the list.  Removal of these names from the list was suggested to be in compliance with state vendor rules.    

3. Moving beyond the Draft Standard
A draft workplan for 2010 was presented by Mark Goetz.  Items discussed were the development of final cadastral standard(s) and technical guidelines that will be developed by the Northeastern Connecticut Council of Governments as part of the GIS project funded through the OPM Regional Performance Incentive Program.  The proposed workplan is attached to end of these minutes.    
4. Proposed Guidelines
The general format of the existing draft standard was discussed.  Currently, the National Cadastral Subcommittee has broken cadastral standards/guidelines into three separate categories:  production, project and publication.  Conforming to the National Cadastral Subcommittee categories was discussed.  
5. Board of Examiners/CALS – Elimination of Digital Submission Requirements and FOIA
This item was only discussed briefly as it was going to be discussed at the next User to User meeting (May 1, 2010 at CCSU).   

6. New Business 

Mike Blake of Applied Geographics described the Broadband Mapping initiative they will be working on and how parcel information will be used as part of that project.   They will be assembling existing parcel data from towns to construct a statewide parcel dataset to support analytical components of mapping broadband coverage throughout the state.  In order to collect the information they will be sending out letters requesting GIS based parcel data from towns and regional planning agencies on behalf of the state sponsoring agency, the Department of Public Utility Control.  They have an initial deadline of May 14 to receive that data from the towns and regional planning agencies.  Since it is a long term project, there will most likely be additional parcel data requests in the future.
