New England LiDAR Grant:
· Council member Howie Sternberg & Linn Neifert reported they are collecting the LIDAR data now and about 51% of Connecticut is done.  Need 600 miles more and not sure when it will be collected, they are supposed to fly this weekend.  NRCS responsible for the eastern half of state.
· There is a lot of data and they are looking at ways to manage, share and use this extensive data that is being collected.  They are working with NRCS to see best way to provide data.  ARCGIS has terrain data set, so they used data from 2000 to see what they can get; as they are trying to learn and manage the data so we are set when the new LiDAR data comes in.  They organized the information and provided handouts to see what they were able to pull out, see handout.
