NSGIC (National States Geographic Information Council) Representative Update:

There is no report regarding NSGIC.

Broadband Mapping Grant:
Designee Council member, Robert Mundy of the DPUC, presented the following informational update regarding the Broadband Mapping initiative:

· The current $1.833M Broadband Mapping Grant Program includes data collection, integration, verification, and display.  This State Broadband Data Development (SBDD) excludes resellers and collects data at census block and street level segments.  Provider data is updated every 6 months (parcels are not part of a 6 month update).

· On May 28, 2010, the NTIA (National Telecommunications Information Administration) announced an expanded SBDD grant opportunity.  The required changes for participants in this pending grant opportunity include:

· Address level data collection for census 2.0 square mile blocks;
· Data collection increases from 2 to 5 years;
· Aggregated information from the DPUC shared in created feedback loops: information comes from the public to the DPUC and is then processed back to the providers and the public;
· Website maintenance and enhancements extended through 5 years.

· The possible benefits with the pending grant opportunity are:

· Completion of parcels for the remainder of the state;
· Collection of speed data at census, block, segment, and address levels;
· Inclusion of resellers as providers (currently, only infrastructure providers are included);
· Provision of access point information on Wi-Fi providers; and 
· Provision of pricing point information such as tier pricing, bundles, rebates, equipment costs.

· The DPUC needs letters of support from affected agencies, town, and organizations.  Robert Mundy will distribute a template for interested parties to fill in and return to him in time to file the application for additional funding on July 1st.

· Applied Geographics, our GIS Consultant, completed an example of a running state broadband mapping site for review at: http://www.wabroadbandmapping.com/.

· Lynn Bjorklund, USGS, inquired about Jackie’s retirement and the possibility of any candidates that may Chair for the Geographic Names and Places Subcommittee.  Margaret Thomas, DEP State Geologist, was mentioned; however more discussion needs to occur.

· The Critical Infrastructure/Key Resources Subcommittee met on June 15th.  Lynn indicated that Jeff gave a briefing regarding critical infrastructure and a communication plan regarding the Homeland Security Infrastructure program with slides from Homeland Security, discussing how the states’ program relates and the idea of considering the broader picture.

· Howie Sternberg, DEP, said that Margaret Thomas is the Chairperson of the Board of Geographic Names.  This Board responds to members of the public to change names of water bodies, mountains, etc.  Research is conducted with an interest in history and archeology, and recommendations are made to the USGS.  Although not directly related to GIS, name changes are placed into the USGS database.
New England LiDAR Grant:
· The team is putting together the Statement of Work (SOW) and close to filling in the specs from the USGS.
New/Other Business:
· The next meetings will be on Wednesday, September 22nd and Wednesday, November 17th.


· The Clearinghouse project overview was presented.

Adjournment:

Chairperson Wallace entertained a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Designee Council member Spencer moved the motion and Council member Dan Czaja seconded the motion.
