Guidelines for submitting a GIS poster for GIS Day 2008

If you love GIS this is your opportunity to showcase what you are up to.  Make a map that shows something interesting that you have been involved in, or tell us about a GIS project with a poster!

Content:  If you’re making a poster, it should tell a story.  You can combine a map with some text and photos or graphics to tell the viewer how a study was done.  Try to minimize text if possible—viewers may not want to spend several minutes reading your poster.  If you have an interesting map that is easy to understand and has a supporting legend, you can submit that for display as well.  If your poster is one single map, use map symbols and a legend that will be easily understood by non-GIS folks.

Size and Media: Please mount your posters on foam core.  GIS posters should be either portrait or landscape orientation, and 24” X 36” is what we recommend, since that fits on a standard foam core.  Using spray adhesive will give the best appearance.  Using tape or clips is not recommended.

Poster displays: There are two possible places to have your posters displayed.

Not all posters can be accommodated.
