· GRANIT – the NH GIS program – is managing to create a sustainable ortho program. A suggestion was made by Scott Roberts to contact them and find out how they are doing it.
· If the USGS/NGA flight is cancelled or the price turns out to be not a good deal for CT, a consensus was reached by sub-committee member to request through the CGISC for an state wide ortho RFI for price comparisons. This will be suggested at the May CGISC meeting a vote will be called.
· It was pointed out by one of the sub-committee members that the private sector should not be overlooked when the Council starts looking for funding sources
· The sub-committee agreed that we should contact Tyler Kleykamp from OPM (and a Council member) to see how and if we can pursue private funding for and ortho project
