CRCOG Ortho Status

· 2nd and final delivery currently being delivered to CRCOG
· Sells will then begin the MrSID mosaiking of  each town and then distributing the mosaiked towns through the CRCOG office via external hard drives or ftp sites
CGISC Ortho RFI

· The group reviewed the submitted RFI’s from 6 vendors
· The 6 vendors included; Sewall, Fugro-Earthdata, Photoscience, Kucera, Pictometry and Sanborn
· Several cost estimates were submitted but in different formats and units, i.e. we got an estimate for just the image capture and not the ortho creation, we got prices for the entire job (soup to nuts), we got prices for cost per square mile and cost estimate that was a large range.
· The group felt it was worthwhile for the CGISC to request the RFI because it gave the group a good idea of current ortho imagery technology and costs
· Rich Gallacher reiterated that the USGS/NGA Urban Area imagery program will not be overlooked as a viable solution for the State
· He also reminded the group that with the USGA/NGA program all the project management, administration and QA/QC is done by the USGS which makes that option very attractive
USGS/NGA Urban Areas 2011 Ortho Flight Update
· Lynn Bjorklund from the USGS called in to give an update of the USGS flight
· The CGISC had previously filled out the form requesting an initial cost estimate for a spring, leaf-off, 1’ pixel resolution, 1” = 100’ scale orthoimagery that would include the entire state of CT – areas in addition to the urban areas planned to be flown
· At this time she was not able to publicly disclose the cost estimate but said it was a really good price
· She suggested that now that there is a number the state can work with it is time to finalize the funding and especially start setting up the payment accounts, i.e. will it be several accounts or just one master account the state will set up that the payments will be made from
