Review of the September 23, 2009 Minutes:

Chairperson Wallace asked if there are any changes that need to be made to the minutes.  There are no changes to be made; however, the vote is deferred since there was no quorum.
Data and Inventory Assessment Working Group:
Data and Inventory Assessment Working Group Chairperson, Jim Spencer, reports the group is working on the following activities and/or initiatives:
Transportation

The working group has done work on the interstate system, testing to be done in Beta, to proof the data. Also there were delays in proofing the data due to loss of resources. Spencer also complimented DOIT for being instrumental in changing Dot’s GIS environment from Oracle to SQL.
Addressing
Dan Czaja reported that the Addressing working group met this month, Review the addressing data model, and stated the model will be based on FGDC.
He also addressed the LUCA project. The state submitted roughly about 118 thousand new addresses of which 70 thousand were new addresses from new construction and development. 107 thousand addresses were approved and will give a detailed report as soon as the governor’s office reports on acceptance.
