Call to order

The meeting convened at 10:10. 

Jim Spencer reviewed the current financial standing on Liz Crutcher, noting that DOIT is trying to maintain funding for her position.  Clarification was also given regarding the inclusion of business partners/consultants on committees/subcommittees.  Due to state ethic laws, the Council has decided these people can not be acting members of committees/subcommittees but can sit in on meetings.  Mr. Spencer noted that the website looks good, thanking Bernard Asimonye and Liz Crutcher for their work and also reminded subcommittees to send updates, meeting notes, and any cancellation notices for web updates to both him and Liz Crutcher.  When and if the funding for Liz’s position lapses entirely additional arrangements will be made.  
Review of Work Items for 2008: Mr. Spencer stated that subcommittees should be working primarily on a draft business plan and the development of standards for each Framework layer. Because they have been identified in the Strategic Plan, attention will be focused on the core Framework Data layers of Addressing, Imagery, Cadastral, and Transportation.  
Subcommittees were also asked to send draft versions of their business plans and data standards to Jim and Liz for posting on the web allowing for review and input from others.  
Mr. Spencer again provided the following resources for development of standards and business plans.

Subcommittee Activities: Each subcommittee chair reported on activities for their group. Only three subcommittees were represented.  
Census and Demographics:  Donna Weaver handed out a draft business plan and discussions were held regarding people being asked to join that subcommittee as well as others who would be key players.

Critical Infrastructure and Key Resources: Jeff Bolton reported that there is a key project in place with DGS to geolocate fire stations, state police, prisons, and emergency/Urgent care facilities.  He noted that the review of these created datasets was a potential problem due to availability of staff. 
Transportation:  Jim Spencer handed out a draft business plan.  He noted that this business plan actually centers on the DOT’s current push to develop a new comprehensive road network.  Other modes of transportation are included but the key focus was placed on road network development.  Discussion about the inclusion of addressing and the town updating process were also mentioned.  Both processes are still being developed but are of key importance to the overall project.  
New Business: Discussion occurred about the possible use of students (graduate or undergraduate) in the development and review of datasets.  Mr. Spencer plans to speak with Sandy Prisloe about this possibility.  
Mr. Spencer also invited the subcommittees to think about presenting on the progress of activities at upcoming council meetings.
