Call to order
The meeting convened at 10:04. 
Jim Spencer reviewed the meeting times for the Data and Inventory Working Group for 2008 and informed members that under FOI requirements these dates will be posted to the web and submitted to the Secretary of State. Mr. Spencer also informed members that because subcommittees are informal creations of the Data Working Group and only quasi-official, they are not required to post meetings to the Secretary of State. However,  Subcommittee chairs should inform Mr. Spencer, and Liz Crutcher of upcoming meetings so they may be posted on the web to allow comment by the public.
Website Enhancements: Mr. Spencer reviewed upcoming design enhancements that are planned for the Data and Inventory Working Group Web page. In addition to a new logo, the Web page is envisioned to have Links that will direct browsers to each subcommittee. In turn, each subcommittee will have a similar page that provides information on meetings, standards, contact information to subcommittee chairs, and other activities. These changes may be dependant on current web software in use and will drive the final format. The target is to have the pages up and running by the next February meeting.
Review of Work Items for 2008: Mr. Spencer stated that subcommittees should be working primarily on a draft business plan and the development of standards for each Framework layer. Because they have been identified in the Strategic Plan, attention will be focused on the core Framework Data layers of Addressing, Imagery, Cadastral, and Transportation.
Tyler Kleykamp suggested that priority should be given to standards as this can be tied to funding requests if considering town requests for GIS funding. 

A discussion on whether standards can be specific to software or generic ensued. The suggestion was made to follow the Massachusetts Parcel System which provides 3 levels of complexity. The more complex and detailed the standards are, the more likely they are to be software specific. Transportation is very specific driven by the routing needs of the software.
