Other Business
Department of Public Safety – Office of Statewide Emergency Telecommunications (DPS-OSET) 
Presentation by Dan Czaja
The goal of the Statewide Emergency Telecommunications is to provide for the development and maintenance of coordinated state-wide emergency service telecommunications for public safety organizations and to the residents of the State of Connecticut.

The DPS OSET utilizes GIS to regionalize 9-1-1 call centers, or Public Safety Answering Points (PSAP), throughout the state.  Typically, the cost to a town or municipality to initiate its own 9-1-1 call center would be approximately $1M however, by regionalizing the 9-1-1 call center with surrounding towns or municipalities the cost is reduced to approximately $20K - $30.
DPS OSET utilizes Orthophotography to map cellular phone tower data through the 9-1-1 call centers in order to locate the caller.  Call handling software is very sensitive in that the address must be perfect for the system to work correctly.  One of the primary responsibilities of OSET is identifying and updating address date for the State of Connecticut’s 9-1-1 system utilizing functions of the GIS system.
