CRCOG Ortho Flight 
· The next task for the CRCOG ortho project is to receive and review sample raw imagery now that the flights have been completed. They were competed over a 2 and a half week period the end of April.
· Pilot tiles are to be determined and will include Manchester, South Windsor, Vernon and Hartford

· Shapefile of pilot tiles to be sent to Ted Covill at Sells

Statewide Ortho’s
· Review of MASSGIS e-mail received from Neil McGaffey. MASSGIS does not have a formal state wide orthophotography program but creates coordinates an initiative with MA municipalities and public and private agencies in order to acquire funding that expands and enhances current flights e.g. USGS urban area flights conducted for the Imagery for the Nation program.
· When an opportunity for imagery capture presents itself, MASSGIS goes into action by coordinating local efforts and publicize the project in hopes of getting state and local agencies to “kick- in” extra funding for project expansion and enhanced products.
· The CGISC Imagery subcommittee members present came to a consensus that this should be the same approach taken with focus being put on the tentative USGS 2011 flight scheduled for the Hartford/Springfield Urban Area.

· Next steps for the Imagery Subcommittee include:

· creating a draft ortho Info Sheet/ ROI bullet list that will be used for presentations

· create a list of potential presentation venues
· create a tentative schedule for ortho presentations

· acquire sample imagery from the CRCOG/Sells flight for the presentation and use as examples in presentations
Business Plan Update
· The final cost estimates for state wide orthophotography must be finalized (plus $ per square mile) and added to the latest version of the Imagery Business Plan document
· The subcommittee must also decide on whether or not to include the state wide orthophotography cost sharing spread sheet – which is a beautiful thing and we should all buy Mr. Goetz lunch for his outstanding efforts.
