Call to order

The meeting convened at 10:15. 

Jim Spencer reviewed the current issues regarding data cooperative agreements with other states and gave a brief overview of the meeting held with certain members of the legal working group. One conclusion of the meeting was the need to break out data needs into two types, data which is primarily of a non secure nature, used on a day-to day basis and secure date which may be required in an emergency situation. A document on agreements is available from New York State, however this appears to be of an intrastate nature. Other adjoining states have no formal documents. Critical Infrastructure and Key Resources: Jeff Bolton reported the Business Plan/Standards draft will be completed by the end of June. There was some discussion about Regional Response Team activities and Mr. Bolton asked Jim Spencer for some contact information.  
Elevation and Bathymetry: Kevin O’Brien was not in attendance but communicated to Jim Spencer that work is progressing on the business plan.
