End User Training



Approximate Running Time:  2.5 to 3 Hours
This is usually the largest of the three training classes. The End User Training is designed to familiarize end users with Electronic Field Study (EFS) including the general layout of the screen, menus, functions, and tools.
This class is designed as a “hands-on” class. Computers should be setup with no more than two people per computer. In addition, a projector that is capable of 1024x768 resolution will be needed. 

Attendees for this session may include representatives from GIS/Mapping, Assessor/Valuation, Department of Transportation, Public Works, Law Enforcement, Fire, Emergency Management, 911, Land Records, Parks and Recreation, Economic Development, and any other department that may benefit from Pictometry.
Advanced Training



Approximate Running Time:  2.5 to 3 Hours
This training is designed as a continuation of the End User Training. Attendees should have attended End User training or have had significant exposure to Electronic Field Study (EFS). Attendees will become the “Masters of Pictometry”; able to act as a first-line of defense for any questions or concerns others may have internally with the solution. This session will cover the more advanced uses and capabilities of Electronic Field Study (EFS), as well as any other questions that the attendees would like covered. 

This class is also designed as a “hands-on” class. Computers should be setup with no more than two people per computer, for a maximum of ten active computers. A projector will also be needed. All of the PCs must have administrator rights and should have the Pictometry software already installed and mapped to the server.

It is highly recommended that at least one member from each agency/department that will be using Pictometry’s EFS software attends.
