ASSESSMENT PROCESS

The Assessment Portion of the FY 2003 SHSGP will fund the Connecticut State
Homeland Security Assessment and Strategy Program.

This Program will create a document allowing state and local municipalities to update
their needs assessment data to reflect post-September 11, 2001 realities as well as
progress made on addressing the priorities identified in the initial assessment done in
2000. Submission and approval of the updated assessment data and a revised
strategy is a requirement for Fiscal Year 2004 funding from the Office of Domestic
Preparedness.

DPS/DHS is collaborating with the Federal Office of Domestic Preparedness to offer
technical assistance to the municipalities. Each municipality and tribal nation is invited
to send two representatives to an all day training seminar designed to enhance it's
understanding of the assessment process, including how to conduct assessments. In
addition, the a representative of each of the following organizations was invited to
attend:
