1. Earth Day--Thursday, April 22

2. We reviewed the compost give-away event. KC has enough plastic bags. We will put up the

compost photo display that explains the process at DEP. Staff will get compost on a first-come,
first-serve basis.

3. Discussed rolling out the Mini-trash bin project to the entire building. In order to explain the

need for everyone to be involved it was decided that the committee needed to provide more
information about the purpose and history of Mini-trash bin projects to the Commissioner. We
brainstormed a number of slogans for an education campaign about the project including:
