a. b. If Respondent fails to fund the SEP in accordance with paragraph X.a. above, Respondent shall immediately pay a civil penalty of YYYYY dollars ($YY,YYY).  Respondent shall pay such civil penalty in accordance with the provisions of paragraph [Insert paragraph # for “Payment of penalties”] of this consent order.
