Air Engineering & Enforcement 
 
1.  Observed black or white smoke emitted from industrial or large residential (apartment, condos, 
hotel) stacks?

2.  Landfill operational violations of failure to complete MSW daily cover or BW weekly cover,  
disruption of fill, excess dust, litter, off-site odor, erosion, leachate seeps, industrial waste disposal 
without approval? 

   

 
3.  Resource Recovery/Volume Reduction/Transfer Station/Recycling Facility violations of excess 
dust, litter, off-site odor, outside MSW dumping or uncontained waste storage, or processing, ash 
residue drag out or uncovered loads?  

   

Terminal Management 
1. Observation of leaks or spills around above ground storage tank or loading racks at petroleum  
terminals?

1.  Evidence of  spills or leaks from transformers, capacitors, other liquid-filled electrical 
equipment, or any other source that may contain PCBs?

1.  Facility has any release of oil,  petroleum products or chemicals emanating from an 
underground storage tank? 

   

 
Water - Permitting, Enforcement & Remediation 
 
1.  Observed or otherwise became aware of any fish kill, personal injury, illness or other significant 
environmental or health impact that is related to a discharge or operation of a wastewater collection 
or treatment system? 

   

 
2.  Did you become aware of any potable water supply well that is known or suspected to be 
contaminated, or threatened with contamination? 

   

 
3.  Did you observe heavily discolored discharges to or discoloration of a surface water body, 
storm drain or wetland?  Or, did you note  any spills of a significant amount of material that reach a 
storm drain, surface water body, sanitary sewer system and/or ground water? 

   

 
Water Resources 
 
1.  Observed any of the following in or affecting watercourses, flood plains or  inland wetlands: 
clearing, cutting of trees, earth-moving, excavation, depositing materials, relocation or 
channelizing.?

2.  Noted the pumping or withdrawal of large volumes of surface water or ground water which may 
exceed a rate of 50,000 gallons per day?  Attach location map. 

   

 
3.  Did you note any deteriorated dam, dike or spillway structure (may  be indicated by areas of 
seepage downstream from such structures); obstructed spillways.
