CONNECTICUT’S CONSUMER COUNSEL NAMED 

PRESIDENT OF NATIONAL ASSOCIATION
(November 18, 2009-New Britain) -  Connecticut’s Consumer Counsel Mary J. Healey has been elected today to serve a two year term as President of the National Association of State Utility Consumer Advocates (NASUCA).  NASUCA members named Healey President at their annual meeting in Chicago, Illinois.  The Association is comprised of 44 consumer advocates from across the country whose members represent the interests of utility consumers before State and Federal regulators and in the courts.
Healey will act as the spokesperson for her fellow consumer advocates across the nation and for their constituent ratepayers by speaking at national conferences and testifying before Congress and federal agencies.

As President, Healey will focus on the importance of balancing the many emerging concerns facing the nation’s public utility consumers, including energy issues such as smart grid technology and renewable energy sources, transmission, telecommunications issues such as broadband availability and consumer protection issues, and water issues such as infrastructure upgrades.

Healey will lead NASUCA in advocating solutions to help assure that consumers pay fair and reasonable rates, as well as continuing her activities to promote conservation of energy resources.  Meeting this balance and seeing that benefits exceed costs will be Healey’s primary mission, as it has been in her continuing role as Connecticut’s advocate for utility customers since 2001.
