Bruce Lockwood called the meeting of the Connecticut Emergency Management Association

State OEM Liaison Report: 
 
State Director Kerry Flaherty reported on the preparedness plans for the upcoming RNC in New 
York. (see attached memorandum).  If requests for assistance are made, it will be through the 
Gov. Office, to OEM, to local agencies. No Dept. or Agency is to take it upon themselves to go, 
they will be arrested by NYPD. There will be regular conference calls with New York as status 
updates. A rumor control hotline has been established for clarifications, plus you can call your 
areas Coordinators as well. The biggest concerns are with the protestors and ‘civil disobedience’ 
issues.

The American Red Cross will be holding a Shelter course in Canton in November. 
 
There remain several towns that have not completed their Threat Assessments. Some of the 
restrictions/penalties will be relieved if compliance is still achieved ASAP. 
 
The new By-Law’s were briefly discussed, in that, as they are new, should issues arise, we will 
address them as we go.
