1927 - International Association of Chiefs of Police
(IACP), developed a system for collecting
uniform police statistics. To avoid problems and
provide nationwide uniformity in crime reporting,
standardized offense definitions by which law
enforcement agencies were to submit data
without regard for local statutes was formulated.
